The Charlotte “Queen City” Chapter Scholarship Criteria

The Charlotte “Queen City” Chapter of North Carolina Agricultural and Technical State University Alumni Association, hereinafter referred to as the Charlotte Chapter, agrees and does hereby establish a scholarship program for the student(s) attending North Carolina Agricultural and Technical State University, hereinafter referred to as the University.

Scholars will be chosen annually and the number of awards will be determined by the Charlotte Chapter Scholarship Committee.  The applicants are limited to the boundaries of the Charlotte Metro area (i.e. Gastonia, Concord, Pineville, Mint Hill, Matthews, and Huntersville).
Amount of Award 

The amount of the awards is as follows:

· Four (4) $500 awards to incoming freshmen.  The amount of the book/supply scholarship is limited to incoming students selected by the Charlotte Chapter Scholarship Committee.  The scholarship award shall be made in the fall semester of the academic year eligible.  The Alumni Association reserves the right to split the award into two payments or award the stipend in the spring based on the financial aid package.

Application Deadline

All applications must be received by March 29th to be considered for this scholarship.
Criteria for Consideration
1. The scholarship is limited to deserving students who are citizens of the United States.

2. The student’s application will not be considered if he/she has a scholarship that covers the full amount of tuition, books, fees and room and board at the University.

3. Graduation from an accredited high school or will have graduated from such school prior to the enrollment date of the fall semester of the year for which selection is made.

4. The recipient must have a cumulative high school grade point average of 3.0 (or better).

5. The recipient must reside in the Charlotte Metro area.

Selection

The Charlotte “Queen City” Chapter Scholarship Committee shall have the responsibility for the final selection of the recipients within the eligibility and criteria guidelines contained in the Agreement.

1. A letter of recommendation is required from a faculty member and must contain this information:

· Name and title of person writing the letter of recommendation

· Stated length of time and in what capacity the person has known the applicant

· Applicant’s responsibilities (if applicable)

· Applicant’s personal characteristics 

· Stating any public service activities the applicant is/has been involved, of which you are aware

· Letter must be on stationary representing the school or department that the person works in

2. A copy of a letter of acceptance from the University is to accompany the application.

3. A sheet listing any extra-curricular/public service activities applicant is involved in, please list offices held, years of participation and responsibilities.

4. Incoming freshmen must submit a typed 200-250 word essay stating why you want to attend North Carolina A&T State University.

5. A sealed official copy of a high school transcript is to accompany the application.
